IMPORTANT: Considering the vulnerable nature of manufactured (mobile) homes for all levels of hurricane winds,
it is strongly recommended that all manufactured (mobile) home residents in Willacy and Cameron Counties
evacuate and seek safer shelters regardless of their locations whenever voluntary or mandatory evacuations are
declared for these counties.
